From Tuesday 4th March the Year 3 children will begin swimming sessions at Valley swimming pool.  They will 
continue these lessons into the Summer Term.  
 
Children in Class 3P will be walking first, leaving school at approximately 12:45 to be ready for their lesson to start 
at 1:30. Class  3H will be leaving at approximately 1:30 for their lesson 2:15-3:00.  Class 3H will be back at school 
at approximately 3:45. Both classes will be given an opportunity to eat a healthy snack but this will need to be 
brought from home. 
 
It is imperative that your child has the correct equipment for these sessions to assist their development to the 
maximum.  Each child should bring with them in a separate bag from their school bag; a towel, a pair of trunks 
(shorts are not accepted by the pool), all boys wear fitted trunks and a one piece swimsuit for girls.

Council and return the attached slip to the School Admin Office by Friday 28th February. 
 
Children cannot swim with goggles unless we receive written confirmation from yourself.
